	Project Intent

The intent of this project is to improve timeliness, data quality, data dissemination and reduction of data errors by decreasing duplicate entries of vital registration data. The intent is to develop the EHR-S VR profile to serve as a source of reference for the Certification Commission for Health Information Technology to consider for future certification of VR systems.

The following are reasonable principles for certification of VR systems:

· There should be a single framework for managing data collection and exchange that can be used by all the key stakeholders to provide consistent and sharable electronic solutions across the vital statistics system.

· The processes and formats used for sharing data should support the development of easier and timelier communication between the local data sources that provide the data, state and territorial agencies that receive and process the data, and the internal and external organizations that make use of the data.

· The solutions developed should be easy to install at a wide range of sites involved with vital statistics. It is equally important to be able to maintain and upgrade the data exchange capabilities of the state and other public/private systems.
