1. Agenda review – add discussion about metrics

2. TSC wiki migration update

· Have a potential contact that may be able to help us connect with Craig Parker

· Postpone to a call, to allow us time to request updated roadmap information from Mike.

4. Scratchpad workspace update 

· Lorraine and Jean are working on the content, Lorraine walked through the current state of the document (which will be distributed with the minutes)

· .Jean, along with the Pharmacy workgroup, has used Drop Box as a interim solution. Jean walked through the features of Drop Box, and how Pharmacy used it in the last cycle:

Drop Box – is:

· Everyone gets 2 GB free.

· $795 annual fee for enterprise license for 350GB. Not sure what the security requirements need to be available. 5 user license.

Want to support HTML and XTML as well. This work is to help with project preview and ballot preview, as well as generated directories of HTML files representing UML models.  Currently identified use cases are Pharmacy’s ballot preparation work, and UML model review for Dietary Orders and the Behavioral Model.

Need to be able to provide edit privileges beyond the co-chair to WG modelers and Publishers 

Need input from Mike Kingery regarding security requirements for any potential solution, including how to secure FTP uploads in an effective way. We are posting IP in this environment so how should this be secured and can it be hidden behind the sign-on on the HL7.org web page. Questions and issues for further discussion include:

1. Control and management by HL7

2. Single sign-on on the web page.

3. Will need corporate users support FTP secure port 443 to go through their firewall.

Next Steps:

1. Develop SWAG for what we might need to budget for 2012

2. Put budget proposal to gather to have ES review with intent to forward the proposal to steering division with the follow-up need to go to the TSC and the EC board.

5. Conference Line Pilot update

· Pilot 1 was reasonably good, pilot 2 was not good. 

· Need to continue to review, and determine if there is enough benefit in a change to warrant the disruption.

6. Coordination between ES and Tooling – we agreed to have a co-chair participate in Tooling’s monthly liaison meetings to facilitate cross work group communication. Tooling has asked ES to co-sponsor a PSS on Tooling Strategy and Process Revision – we will provide feedback and review as the strategy develops. The project scope statement was reviewed.
