3. HL7 WGM - Atlanta Update
Meeting minutes have not yet been approved so anyone wanting to add details from information Mary Kay verbalized per quarter were encouraged to speak up.

Bob Guenther commented that John Quinn, CTO and Don Mon from HL7 met with the MITA Project attendees on Wednesday for a quarter.  There were concerns regarding HL7 intellectual property rights once we began the implementation phase.  After discussion it was determined that as the HL7 licensing agreements, we could run into a problem.  We walked through a number of issues in relationship to licensing.  HL7 Management will be working with ONC toward possible solutions.   
4. Subworkgroup Reports/Updates
Jason and Faye were the only attendees of the Business WG this week.  Faye reported that they spent time updating the wiki.

David Bass reported on work within the Data Analytics WG.  The WG is in the process of mapping the MITA conceptual definitions to the HL7 RIM and focusing on the domain Personnel Management, Provider Registry topic, and the Patient Administration for the service location attributes.  It is finding attributes that are normative first.  Kathleen recommended that we put stubs of CMETs such as for a contracting provider universal as a placeholder, or incident reporting which may be another grouping of information that can be placed in a CMETs stub.  The Data Analytics WG is using the information it expects to find on a provider application and the outcome as the baseline for the scope of this effort.  

Will need to do some work for harmonization.  David Bass thinks we could have something to ballot by May 2010 ballots.  Make sure PA is on board and get the notice of intent to ballot paperwork is ready; timeline for getting intent ready is tight for January 2010.  We discussed steps need to be coordinate the balloting effort with PA.  Issues:  Legal incidence is one topic that was discussed.  Need to discuss doing the identifiers done differently.  Whatever PA ballots will to be the baseline. 
There was some discussion as to what is going to be included in the Enroll Provider Information Model.  The creation of the record that gets put into the Provider Registry from Enrollment was the conclusion.  We are only to model the payload in the active state for Enroll Provider business process.  Once it is completed it would then be part of a Provider Registry that holds additional provider-associated attributes that support the remainder of the MITA business processes.
a. Active state, the active status, of the record payload for the Enroll Provider business process that is received from a provider, credential agent, or whoever is authorized to send to the Medicaid agency.
b. We are make suggestions to PA for their Provider Registry topic so that it supports the active state for what is being worked on in the provider enrollment process and what information that may be available for queries.  

c. DMIM – all the RMIMs about the provider to support the enrollment process or do we need an overlapping or the same RMIM to support the Manage Provider Information business process.

d. DMIM is the “model” for the entire domain.  FICR [claims and reimbursement] has a DMIM that should come close to covering all the things that can happen between a provider and payer and a payer or a payer.  There are RMIMs carved out for prior auth and for eligibility for example.  You don’t want to go out of your DMIM to do a payload.
MSIS Reporting to CMS will be just like the contractor provider benefits package piece – create a CMET stub – A_Valued_Item would be the potential specific stub.
Kathleen wanted the various WGs to create their DAMs, what classes are missing, contracting, benefits this benefit can coverage and determine and size the work effort in order to negotiate with Personnel Management to get some work balloted.  If we can get these things together by the end of the next week, Kathleen will ping Greg to establish the communication in preparation of the November 1 deadline.

Mary Kay will schedule a call scheduled for October 8th to walk through of the process to establish what we have and what we need.

Bernard requested that Gregg Seppala join us in a future call (October 8) to walk through the Provider Registry model.  Mary Kay will contact Greg.
Vocabulary WG is hovering.  

Kathleen is putting together a packet of information for folks to review; Mary Kay will distribute to the group.
Leslie said that she has been experiencing challenges with the skittishness from IT folks to download new tools.  States are having difficulty with IT Departments for open source solutions.  (Examples:  It is not in the list of IT Department’s approved software packages, etc.  IT departments are concerned about distributing the software, etc.) Can CMS provide an environment where they elevate these problems?  Can the Feds endorse the use of these tools for the MITA efforts as well as Health Reform efforts, in general?  Kathleen will provide Bob with some language to address this issue with ONC.
The WIKI changes (Items #6 that we did not get to due to time constraints) will be placed at the front of the agenda for the October 15th meeting.  The meeting was adjourned without addressing Item 5 and later.
