13:00 WG administration

1. Analyse the admin steps required to get approval for an O-O-C meeting to replace the Sydney meeting in January, 2011 which we shall not be attending [MH].

· Timescale

· Relevant questions that will be asked by the TSC

· Things we need to find out in order to answer those questions. 

· Email Gunther to find out if his schedule includes any visits to Europe at times when we could have an O-O-C.

2. Investigate the practical steps necessary to have conference calls using the HL7 conferencing facilities. Possibly the easiest thing is to give notice of the conference call schedule and agenda via the HL7 site but use Skype or Go-to-Meeting for the calls themselves. Find out how the Structured Documents WG generates the automated notices of their conference calls. [MH]

3. Publish material on the List Server [AN]

4. Get a presence on G-Forge (Alan has started the process but this needs to be finished) [AN]

5. Start a recruitment drive to get new active members of the GAS WG. For example, contact Peter and others in the Netherlands. [MH]

6. Increase the frequency and depth of our contact with key HL7 working groups especially Patient Care, Structured Documents and Healthcare Devices. We can start by participating in their conference calls. [AN / MH]

7. Review the work done by Pat Gunther et al and summarise this. 

8. CDA – Alan has found a resource on the HL7 Wiki that describes a DAM for healthcare devices (http://wiki.hl7.org/index.php?title=Detailed_Clinical_Models_for_Medical_Devices)

9. There is a link that says it points to various template registgries at http://wiki.hl7.org/index.php?title=List_of_template_registries

10. Email Bob Dolin asking for a definitive link to the template repository referenced by OIDs in, for example, The CDA CCD,

11. We have reviewed and corrected the existing anesthetic use case and sent a copy to David Reich and Ellen Torres for comment

12.  Alan has edited the XML example document to include the proposed section headings (these are, at present, simply XML comments}

13. Next steps:

· Update the content analysis of the use case

· Describe the classes, properties and attributes necessary to reflect the use case

· Create a UML class diagram and workflow diagram

· Review current examples of HL7 domain analysis models and base our publication on these

· Edit the XML example to reflect the requirements of the class diagram and identify appropriate context-specific value sets. In other words align the UML class diagram with CDA renderings

· Consider how to satisfy the requirement for a human-readable narrative e.g. rendering the structured information using a style sheet or an application to do the same job.

Actions

1. Contact pharmacy for relevant R_MIM information

2. Establish conference call, Gunther should be invited. 

3. Arrange meeting with Martin Gardner, once the beginnings of the model has been established.

4. Start the XSLT for the anaesthetic record, ask Martin for ideas.  

5. Send John Roades a set of questions, then setup a goto meeting.

Notes

It was raised by Dr Grant Forrest that we need to indicate a method for recording the co-administration of drugs.

Artefacts need to be recorded within the Anaesthetic record.

Drugs administration should be recorded as a drug given as well as an event.

Contact structured documents, to ascertain if the human readable section we have put together in our example is as they would expect.

Examine the latest data values for the CDA (etc timestamp)

Create an XSLT for the example.
