· Martin reviewed preliminary mapping of the airway pre-op terms with intra-op and  encountered some possible vocabulary issues. 


· Examples: 
· nasotrachealTube was not a child term in Snomed or IOTA. It is a class in IOTA; 

· Mask in intra-op is “anesthesia mask “or “surgical mask” in IOTA and Snomed.  There are two different methods for how each of these terms is categorized in the Snomed hierarchy that causes concern about inconsistencies in the vocabulary.
· A suggestion was made to stake a step back and model the airway to determine the granularity and the relationships of the attributes.   A publication came out in UK that discussed the importance of designing a primary and alternate plan for airway ventilation prior to surgery.  Guy will place this document in the Drop Box for reference.
· The team will initiate an airway mind map model that will be converted to UML.
