· To describe the policies and legislative procedures that influence the Department of Defense/Military Health System view of security

· To provide the Health Level 7 community with input to support the development of Industry Security and Confidentiality Standards.

Executive Summary

· The Department of Defense/Military Health System business view of security is shaped by the unique risks inherent to that environment.  A breach of security could threaten Department of Defense/Military Health System environment is the Nation’s military operations, personnel, and infrastructures—with CATASTROPHIC results.

· The governed by regulated policies and procedures that state the specific security requirements necessary.  Implementation techniques are technology neutral. The Department of Defense/Military Health System business model (Functional Area Model–Activity) and the data model (Functional Area Model–Data) are evolving to represent new requirements, roles and responsibilities, procedures, and best practices.

· These models are moving toward a full information assurance viewpoint - this involves security, data quality, and data usage.

· The Department of Defense/Military Health System viewpoint is presented to support the evolution of security within the HL7 Version 3 modeling efforts.
