Emergency Response/GPS work items. From Jan GPS minutes “The primary potential new area of work is in the area of Emergency Response.  It was determined that the Government Projects SIG should conduct a joint meeting with the Public Health and Emergency Response (PHER) SIG to discuss Emergency Response work items.

1 - Resource Planning  Messages
CBRNE within the department of defense has asked for emergency response plan for each of a number of disasters, specifically for materials needed in the face of a response need.  Query/response template messages for availability of supplies specific to a particular type of exposure. 
The types of materials are done in a generic way.  Clem suggested that one should begin with existing identifier codes such as UPC to identify the class of material (whatever classification they want to use or create).
Does this type of resource availability fit within the scope of PHER?  Only as an ancillary aspect.  It was recommended that the DoD work with the EHR group to address this.  

What about casualty assessment messages? This would be analogous to the aggregate reporting needs that have been brought up in the past.  PHER is not currently working on these types of messages.  Situational awareness message was the general category that was talked about.

Will work on specific use cases and bring them back for future discussions.
2 -  Sensor Alerts to Environ/Occ Health Responders

This is similar to the Biowatch sensor program in which HL7 messages are being sent. For occupational or industrial sensors, the usual mechanism of information delivery using control systems are employed.
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
