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At the present time there are over several hundred MDCX_ proposed terms in Rosetta that are ‘not ready for prime time’, e.g. the color of a warning light, etc.  These ‘unwashed’ terms have not been reviewed and are not critical for enterprise data export using PCD-01.

As a consequence, the XSLT that produces the “harmonized” Rosetta (hRTM) does not output MDCX_ terms, only MDC_ terms that have a zero code (for proposed terms) or a non-zero code (for existing terms).
