	6. MDC Standards Roadmap – part 1
	We reviewed the HL7 mission and charter. 
Taking the bullet points for mission – the first is coverered for v2, but not yet addressed for v3, but the scope has increased from point to point messaging to document production/consumption; the second bullet – model harmonisation – is critical to achievieng v3 support of device communications.  For bullet 3 – term harmonisation – is somewhat constrained to usage for strictly HL7 purposes – but will have a higher priority in IEEE/ISO (however, we will probably need to enable capture of LOINC, or other similar, terms into devices – for which purpose we will need a small mapped set) – so add responsibility for mapping small subsets of other terms to and from healthcare devices as determined by identified use cases.
