3. SIG Name 
During the last call, we discussed name proposals.  We agreed to put forward candidates for names and to vet them with the SIG and the Behavioral Health Treatment Standards Group.  Current list of candidate names:

1. No Change:  Community Based Health Services SIG

2. Community Based Health Care Coordination SIG
3. Community Collaborative Care SIG [note correction from the previous draft minutes]
Richard suggested the name “Community Based Collaborative Health Care SIG.”  Group decided that Community Based Collaborative Care SIG was better.  Health was dropped so that types of care that are not specifically health but supportive of health care, such as habilitation and residential support.  
Vote to approve new name:  “Community Collaborative Care SIG”:  (Kathleen/Richard) 5-0-0
4. BH Domain Project Charter 

Preliminary discussion:  This project charter is a sub-project per the scope statement.  Kathleen will continue to work on the draft.  Work progressing on the BH Data and Interface Inventory.
Peter recommended that we look at the ASPE project for standardizing the Minimum Data Set (MDS) for long term care.

Need to have the BH Domain Project Charter reviewed by Patient Care at the Joint meeting on Wednesday.  

Peter suggests that we need to anticipate separating the project space and the SIG work.  At this juncture the joint calls are appropriate, but soon there will likely be 

Aging Services Implementation Guide for the CCD project will want to report on progress during the SIG calls, so it is necessary to clearly mark the agenda items as to which project is being discussed.

4. Preliminary Planning for Working Group Meeting in Boca Raton:

Kathleen discussed a proposal that the SIG co-sponsor a meeting with Medical Records TC about Regional Interoperability and Privacy Architecture Project requirement for community care
Approach:  

· Send survey tool developed by nationally recognized privacy attorney, Joy Pritts, Georgetown University, to lead privacy architects in each jurisdiction.  Tool is meant to capture for each jurisdiction key privacy policies; distinguishing characteristics of healthcare delivery system (centralized authority, regional authority, single payer vs. multiple payer systems); and the current state of health information exchange, including degree to which electronic interchange is supported and the configuration of the infrastructure and network (e.g., National network, federated vs. central repositories etc.)
· Consolidate and summarize survey responses as the basis for overview and discussion framework for a 2 quarter afternoon meeting on Monday, September 11 at Boca Raton hosted by Medical Records TC and the Community Based Health Services SIG.   Goal of discussion would be to establish best practices and architectures for patient privacy consents in terms of what is or is not feasible given configuration of health care delivery system and stage of IT development within a jurisdiction.
· Final Report based on the findings from this discussion, the survey responses, interviews with participants, and evaluation of background materials (e.g., Infoway Electronic health Record Privacy and Security Requirements, HL7 Consent Topic, Connecting for Health Framework http://www.connectingforhealth.org/commonframework/overview.html, and IHE Basic Patient Privacy Consent profile) that would be made available through HL7 and to U.S. healthcare policy makers.
This will be planned as an informational meeting joint with Medical Record and the SIG. No formal action will be taken at the meeting, report back to the SIG about outcome.   Try to get this information into the announcements.

(C) Per the bylaws, a request for a new Special Interest Group (SIG) or Technical Committee (TC) must be accompanied by a petition signed by at least five members in good standing. The signed petition must be received by one of the officers of the TSC before 6pm on the day of the Technical Steering Committee meeting.

(D) For retreat agenda items, avoid giving a lot of detailed information across in the retreat itself. Instead provide the TSC members only with what they need to know and whet their appetite to find more by attending a detail session or reading a detailed hand-out.
