It must be stressed that the group present felt that this was a very important piece of very & a vary important and timely topic, however the group also expressed many concerns regarding scope, clarity and approach, which led to concerns that the efforts will not result in a usable and effective outcome.

Group comments (& agreement) are summarised :

· SHIPPS – Seems to be very ambitious, trying to go too much far too quick.

· Need to start with high level & solve that first. 

· Descriptions are unclear & possibly contradictory.

· Seems to be realm specific to the US & may even be domain specific.

· Agreed there is a definite requirement, but a lot of things need to be clarified.

Bernd reported

· Ontology – the collection of comments is underway, but due to time zone problems combined with call frequency Bernd attend calls is quite limited and so he is not completely up to date on the exact status.

· International – Europe security & privacy momentum still there. Reworking the data protection framework & the legislation AROUNG INTERNET CONTENT. Empowerment of the citizens is high on the agenda, however while this leads to increased rights it also includes increased responsibility (capacity or ability). Introducing Biometrics for both ID & security (authority).Reliability is not high!
Hideyaka :
· Japan – Looking to the France experience, SNOMED cannot be used easily in Japanese. Also cultural gap is very wide. Developed model for patient care to feed back into the ontological approach, however vocab & terminology is not refined enough in Japan. Doctors use many different words to describe the same disease. Japan Gov has adopted ICD-10 to try and solve some of this. Have EMR’s but in the future need EHR or PHR
