Peter Kress volunteered to chair the meeting since no current co-chairs were present.  

After introductions, the minutes from the previous working group meeting were reviewed and approved (moved Richard Thoreson, seconded Jim Kretz, 0 against).

A round table discussion was held on the mission of the CBHS SIG as a venue for representing primarily the interests of non-acute healthcare.  There was broad agreement that this was a good fit for behavioral health, and that the SIG could appropriately sponsor development of a behavioral health EHR conformance profile that was proposed by the new SAMHSA members.  It was acknowledged that the BH  profile may also include acute care for severe mental illness and detox.   
Co-Chair elections were held.  Richard Thoreson was elected to replace John Firl.  Peter Kress continued to chair the meeting since Richard was a new co-chair.   

An agenda for rest of this WGM was developed, including continued discussion of a behavioral health and the two year effort to develop a profile for Long Term Care.  Joint meetings with Patient Care were included for Q1 and with EHR for Q2 on Wednesday May 10.  
The remainder of this afternoon meeting reviewed the history of the CBHS SIG within HL7, the challenges facing SIG members in promoting healthcare information standards and in moving from V2 to V3 standards.    It was re-affirmed that V3 was considered the real future however many jurisdictions, for numerous reasons were not in a position to implement V3 at this time. It was also seen that many areas would contain a mixture of V2 & V3 for some time.
