Chapter 2 covers the truncation pattern.  One is the truncation indicator (allowed or not).  If we are talking about message instances, if you have truncated or not.  For the latter, you put in a character in the last position of the field/component.  5th characters of MSH-2.  This is the truncation characters, versus the truncation indicator/pattern.  Chapter 2 MSH-2 table value for this is missing.

Jason gave an update of this project.  Received a handful of feedback.   Recommendations of headings of testing plan - along the lines of ISO.  First thing, should have the testing plan prior to going to DSTU.  There should be a stability statement.  

Testing at 3 levels: 1) unit testing (developers), mapping data requirements to standards  2) functional testing 3) real world scenarios.  Don't expect everyone one to follow every one of them.  They want to run through the paces.  Several projects (abnormal assessment project andICSR), have agreed to follow project guidelines.  Study Participation and Study Design as well.   Initial feedback is that the plan is overkill.  Do we really need to do this much?  Where is the conformance piece?  Plan to get more feedback next WGM.  Within 8 months should have text for a ballot.

Canada is using the concept of 'draft for use' versus 'stable for use'.   Question about v2 versus v3 when it is hybrid solution.

XXXIX. NIST Update

Rob gave an update on Gazelle.  Support for communication, test framework, test agents, registry.  This is a collaborative project.

NIST HL7 Testing Toolkit.  More recently to web services to support the larger testing framework.  

The web services will allow the external message validation services.  Not only defining interface; need common reporting/files.  Includes the validation context used to describe scenario based testing.  

http://hl7v2tools.nist.gov  (pointer to the main page for the tools).  Click tools.  

Discussed web services.  This tool is evolving to use same client for different validation tools (asked Pete Rontey regarding MWB).  

Discussed Gazelle to help automate the IHE connect-a-thon (tests and results).  These are simulators for applications/roles.  Len has built the HL7 infrastructure.  You can extend for a particular actor.   If you want to test PIX Manager, you would invoke a couple PIX sources and a consumer to interact with the test.  

IHE has a lot of actors.  NIST sees domain experts building the actors.

Another aspect is to have a registry/repository for testing artifacts.  Profiles, Schematron.  In terms of progress, a number of validation services has been provided.

Have prototype implementations (PIX agents).  The V2 reg/rep should be available with a month or two.  

The testing engine is coming along.  They are demoing.  

The control system will replace the IHE 'Kuuduu'.

The goal for the next US connect-a-thon (Feb 2009) is to use some of this.  A proxy will be set up.  Will at least use the validation services.  Plan to use the PIX validator for at least a couple scenarios.  

2 day meeting in June for Gazelle at NIST.  NIST demonstrated prototype implementation that went through 1 IHE test cases.  

XL. AHML Update

Chris retired.  Jane Gilbert is the head of AHML.  No update today.  

XLI. V2.8 Proposals

Yesterday, we agreed in principle with Frank's proposal for Conformance Level.  Frank will update.

Proposal 606 message pairs is not for us.

Proposal 607, null values.  Some tables have a null flavor such as 'other'.  Reviewed the V3 null flavors.  We discussed the use of escape sequences.  Chapter 2 limits this to a few data types.  The message construction rules are consistent about escaping (no specific data type rules).  Frank will check on this issue.  Separators should be able to be escaped.  Frank will write a proposal.

Jenni would like to see the backward compatibility rules in chapter 2 to be changed in conjunction with this proposal.  These need to be kept in synch as ballot material.

Andy Stechishin from Kestral Computing did the demo.  He will provide links via the list.

Documentation is available via the Eclipse Help feature.  Is delivered with the tool.  

There is a mailing list on OHT Eclipse.  Info will be provided.

Based on Canadian Message Definitions for the drugs domain.  Uses MIF 2.1.  There are subversions within that.  Keeping up with those.  Process to migrate MIF1 to MIF2.  Generation will be fully MIF2 in the future.

Eclipse is project based.  You can configure where MIF and Vocab files are located.

Can create an instance after selecting a MIF file.  

Can build a scenario using the V3 scenario wizard.  There are parameters that can be saved for reuse.  

Some data can be generated.  Some data will have to be hand crafted.  There needs to be set up time for configuring.  A future feature will allow connection to ODBC.  

Two use cases for the tool.  The 1st is the 'perfect' sample message.  The other use case is generating test messages (could be a large number) with varying data content.    

This will generate expected results.  

Select interaction, senders, receiver and the various messages..  Select options and click Finish.

At present, the folders need to exist.  This should be fixed by the end of the year.  

Can run validation in batch mode (command line).  This will help with automated testing.  

This was developed for Canada Health Infoway.  Training is not available with the tool.  Requests for training would be through appropriate channels.
