· Harry presented slides on problem
· Problem
· Radiology contrasts agents are typically not prepared or managed by the pharmacy system
· Ordering workflow is quite distinct from the usual mediation orders workflow
· Radiology department does not have a standard means of communicating with a CDS function
· Example contraindications: thyroid problems, renal problems, diabetes mellitus.  May need co-administration of other procedures, such as hydration or steroid treatment.
· Workflow points for CDS
· Ordering of imaging study with contrast in CPOE
· Implies known contrast agent associated with that orderable, which is not always available (e.g., “head CT with contrast”)
· Scheduling/protocoling of study in RIS
· Can include specific agent selection/check
· Start of exam at imaging modality
· Point of care “five rights” check
· Query: check for substance contra-indications
· Given agent, patient, route of administration; get approval or warnings based on label and on patient record
· The need
· The ability to provide agent, patient ID, and route of administration to a service, which collects relevant patient data and returns back approval or warnings
· A higher-level service than the current Decision Support Service (DSS) as defined; would require new standard
· American College of Radiology has manual on what information is needed.  Along with order, can send in the required information.
· Problem is that for something like renal insufficiency, want to verify at time of test, not time of ordering
· Potential approach
· DSS inputs
· Patient ID and proposed substance administration for contrast
· Could use vMR model
· DSS processing
· Outside of scope of interface specification, but would be required to obtain relevant data regarding problems, labs, etc.
· DSS output
· Warnings, alerts, and explanatory information
· Could use vMR model
· What would be required
· Project Scope Statement
· Notice of Intent to Ballot
· ? DSTU for DSS implementation guide for radiology contrast CDS (along the lines of what was done for Infobuttons)
· ? 1-cycle ballot
· Aim for May 2012 Ballot
· Discussion at January 2012 cycle, approval in principle to move forward
· Involve Pharmacy and Imaging and CDS
