Informal work on presentation for Patient Safety and on Project Scope Statement for Radiology/Surgery/Pathology Order Workflow.

Tuesday September 13 Q4 Joint with Structured Documents WG
Formal minutes taken by Structured Documents.

Status report on Supplement 155 Radiology Templates for CDA – no action taken.

Discussion of CDA templates based on Supplement 150 Radiation Dose Summary.  Agreed that it makes sense to have a common CDA template registry (DSC and HL7 Board to be informed of plan). Potential incorporation of templates into Consolidated CDA templates publication as test case for adding new templates from an external authority (UV vs. US realm issues to be clarified).
Wednesday September 14 Q1 Joint with Anatomic Pathology WG and IHE Anatomic Pathology
Formal minutes taken by Anatomic Pathology.
Discussion of AP Reporting Workflow.  Harry Solomon to assist in development of appropriate IHE profile, probably based on IHE Cardiology DRPT Profile.

Discussion of IHE AP Structured Report and its PathLex terminology – no action taken.
Wednesday September 14 Q3 Joint with Patient Safety WG

Formal minutes taken by Patient Safety.

Presentation on aspects of patient safety functions supported within DICOM: Radiation Dose SR and dose summary in radiology report; Product Characteristics Query, Substance Approval Query, and Substance Administration Logging; MPPS Discontinuation code for adverse event. Discussion of mapping of DICOM Substance Administration services to HL7 – Logging to v2 RAS^O17, queries to as yet undefined HL7 queries for which segments are available; continue discussion with Pharmacy WG, which would be responsible for this functionality.
Discussion on adverse event reporting – adverse events (contrast reaction, device failure) should be documented in radiology report; new template would be worthwhile.  Proposed DICOM work item for operator dose report – more in the responsibility of occupational safety and health rather than radiology department; use constructs of ICSR (individual case safety report). 

Thursday September 15 Q1 Joint with Orders and Observations WG, Anatomic Pathology WG, and IHE Anatomic Pathology
Formal minutes taken by Orders and Observations.
Discussion of Project Scope Statement for Radiology/Surgery/Pathology Orders Workflow – Minor updates to draft (added collaboration with IHE Radiology).  Approved 12-0-0.  PSS posted to http://www.hl7.org/documentcenter/public/wg/imagemgt/PSS-II_AP_OO-RadSurgPathOrderWF.doc 
Discussion of Project Scope Statement for Specimen ID – needs additional clarity on scope and deliverables; white paper to be developed.
Thursday September 15 Q4 Informal with Pharmacy WG and SOA WG
Informal discussion on radiology substance administration topics.  
Encouragement to move forward expeditiously with contrast administration reporting using RAS^O17.  Harry Solomon leading discussion within DICOM community.

Possible approach to Product Characteristics Query using v3 information model in a SOA RLUS service.  
Possible approach to Substance Approval Query using multiple orchestrated services (patient medication record access, drug-drug checking, patient allergy record access, drug-allergy checking, etc.).  Harry Solomon action item to move Substance Approval Query use case discussion forward in joint call of Pharmacy, SOA, Clinical Decision Support, and Imaging Integration. SOA group may look at this as use case for white paper on orchestration.
