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1. Preliminary Events

Members identified themselves and their employers.  A quorum of WG-20 was present.
After making some minor editorial corrections, members approved the minutes of the September 2008 meeting.  
In a review of recent developments: 
· Dr. Koenig presented a list of recently added SNOMED observable entity codes that are relevant to CDA Implementation Guides.  [Place in Minutes Folder.]

· Dr. Koenig noted that he had suggested a DICOM correction proposal concerned with SNOMED terms (Replace SNOMED Qualifier Codes in Context Groups 7470, 7471 and 7472).  However, Harry Solomon reported that this had been rejected by WG-06.  Instead, they plan to handle this situation by adding a note in Part 16 of the DICOM Standard.
· Harry Solomon reported that HL7’s Laboratory group is balloting a domain message information model and CMETs for specimens that are not in synch with DICOM Supplement 122.  He said he would attend their meeting during Q3, while the rest of WG-20/II is with Structured Documents.  To prepare for his meeting with the Lab Group, he requested that WG-20/II revise the agenda to consider this topic during Q1.

· Dr. Koenig directed members’ attention to the WG-20/II Project Plan that had been considered at the September meeting in Vancouver, B.C.  Particular attention was focused on details of Structured Reporting and HL7 V3 messages.  Dr. Koenig will make such additional changes as needed to reflect decisions made during the course of this meeting.  [Place in Minutes Folder.]
2. Verification

Harry Solomon brought CP931 (Verification, Completion, Preliminary, Final and Amended SR Status) to the attention of WG-20/II.  Members engaged in an extensive discussion of this CP.  Initially, several changes to the text were suggested for consideration by WG-06.  Mainly, these were related to Verification Flag, Preliminary Flag, and Amended Flag.  At the conclusion of the meeting, members recommended that the topic be considered at the WG-10 meeting on January 15.  They wonder whether a new SOP Class might be needed to specifically identify reports that fulfill a requested procedure as distinct from evidence documents.
3. Joint Meeting with Structured Documents Working Group 
During Q3 on January 13, members of WG-20/II met with the Structured Documents WG.  The primary purpose of this meeting was to discuss missing coding schemes, OIDs, and the assignment of LOINC section codes.  Dr. Koenig will prepare an e-mail request for WG-06 to alert various professional groups that DICOM plans to issue new OIDs in their domain unless these elements already exist or are expected by the middle of February.  He will also speak with Michael Jonas who is expected to attend the WG-06 meeting in San Francisco.  More details may be found in the minutes of the Structured Documents WG.
4. Supplement 135 – SR Diagnostic Imaging Report Transformation Guide 
During Q4 on January 13, Helmut Koenig conducted a detailed review and update of recent changes to this draft supplement.  Members hope that it will be considered for letter-ballot review during the March (Thursday and Friday mornings) and June (in Leipzig) meetings of WG-06.

5. Joint Meeting with Orders & Observations Work Group 

During the first and second quarters of Day 2, members participated in a joint meeting with the Orders & Observations Work Group; it was hosted by O&O.  The main topics of discussion included:

· Composite Order Model
· Product Model

· Consistency between Version 2.X Order Messages and the current models that have been created for HL7’s Version 3 Order Messages
· Specimen DMIM (taking account of developments coming from the Laboratory WG on January 13).  
Detailed minutes of this meeting will be prepared by members of the O&OWG.  
6. Workflow Model

Helmut Koenig opened the WG-20/II Workflow Model that was last discussed back in 2006.  Members reviewed this model and some changes that Dr. Koenig was recommending to bring it up to date.  As the discussion proceeded, Harry Solomon added considerable clarity to the document by preparing a new flow diagram on the flip chart.  Further discussion will be required before these changes can be added to the Workflow Model.
7. Specimens

Harry Solomon briefed members of WG-20/II on information gleaned through his participation in the Laboratory Work Group on January 13.  
8. Germany’s National Radiology Report

Not discussed at this meeting.  Members believe that the document is, now, stable and look forward to presenting it to WG-06 for a First Reading.  
9. New Business

Members discussed the need to update published CMETs to match both the Basic Diagnostic Imaging CDA Implementation Guide and Supplement 135.  Harry Solomon proposed a motion to authorize this.  It was approved unanimously.  The co-chairs will handle all administrative procedures required to implement this decision.
