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1. Preliminary Events

Members identified themselves and their employers.  A quorum of WG-20 members was present.  
After adding Merge to the list of current members, the minutes of the September 2009 meeting were approved as amended.

Dr. Koenig noted that an election for co-chair was scheduled at this meeting, and Fred Behlen has declined to run for re-election.  Both Harry Solomon and Ron Cowan offered to allow their names to be placed on the ballot as write-in candidates.  Mr. Solomon was elected.
2. Supplement 135 – SR Diagnostic Imaging Report Transformation Guide 

Helmut Koenig reminded members that this draft supplement was reviewed for letter ballot during both the June and August meetings of WG-06 and in two recent teleconferences (November 24, 2009 and January 13, 2010).  Dr. Koenig provided an overview and update of recent changes to this draft supplement and indicated that, the Supplement’s scope was narrowed to include only transformations from DICOM to HL7.  A full list of changes is reported in the change history that appears at the beginning of the document.  The updated draft is expected to be presented for WG-06 approval at its meeting in the week of January 25-29, 2010.
3. Joint Meeting with Structured Documents Working Group 

In anticipation of the Q4 meeting with the Structured Documents WG on Tuesday, January 19, members of WG-20/II discussed the subject of using order messages to request a document.  During that meeting, some topics from the last joint meeting came up for further discussion:

· Addition of order participation for service events to allow for conveying information on referring/ordering physicians.  This is a case of distinguishing between the person who orders an imaging study (ordering physician) from another person who initially requested the study (referring physician).  
· The introduction of “preliminary flags” for CDA documents to align HL7 with the DICOM Standard and match ACR’s practice guidelines.
A final topic was concerned with defining a place for insertion of credentialing data for the service delivery organizations (facilities).  Members of SDWG thought that this can be taken care of in Role Link for HealthCareFacility.
4. Supplement 150 – National Radiology Report
This document received a First Reading by members of DICOM’s WG-06 during their meeting in August 2008.  At that time, the document was assigned supplement #150.  Since WG-20 had not received requirements for additional countries during the public comment phase, the focus is currently on German regulatory requirements.  Using version dpc08 as a reference, Dr. Koenig briefed members of WG-20/II on recent improvements to this Supplement.  A few additional refinements were introduced during this meeting.  A second reading by WG-06 (that should involve Dr. Thomas Hacklaender as a representative of the DIN NAR) will be scheduled in the future.  
5. Joint Meeting with Orders & Observations Work Group
In preparation for a joint meeting with the Orders & Observations Work Group, Dr. Koenig drew members’ attention to the topic of “Specimen Process Step.”  After exploring data provided on various HL7 resource pages, members determined that the Specimen Domain remains open for further discussion.  They agreed to bring this topic before the O&O Group during the meeting in Q1 on Wednesday, January 20.
The meeting with O&O began with the selection of three specific items for the agenda:
· A summary of discussions on O&O’s scope relative to patient care, laboratory, and pharmacy domains.

· Use cases for requesting various kinds of documents or reports that may already be in existence or will need to be prepared.

· Specimen management.

Detailed minutes of this meeting will be produced by the secretary of the O&O Work Group.
6. Future Work
Near the end of the meeting, members took a few minutes to consider potential new work items and developed the following list of information types relative to cancer management.
