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1. Preliminary Events

Members identified themselves and their employers.  A quorum of WG-20 members was present.  
The minutes of the January 2010 meeting were approved as presented.
As an information item, Harry Solomon reminded members that the DICOM Standards Committee had approved a Work Item Request authorizing WG-08 (in cooperation with WG-20 and RSNA) to develop a substantial set of radiology templates for structured reporting of clinical information defined by RSNA’s Radiology Reporting Committee.  The first meeting of WG-08 will be held at RSNA headquarters on October 27, 2010.  
2. Joint Meeting with Structured Documents Working Group 

Members of the Imaging Integration Working Group met with the Structured Documents WG during Q1 on Tuesday, October 5.  Four items were discussed during this joint meeting:

· Status of DICOM Supplement 135 (SR Diagnostic Imaging Report Transformation Guide) that recently was approved for final text.
· Recently approved DICOM work item on templates for the content of radiology reports; this will be handled by WG-08 and WG-20. 
· Medical records management.

· Binding vocabulary to CDA implementation guides.

Details of this discussion may be found in the minutes of the Structured Documents Working Group.
3. Supplement 150 – National Radiology Report
This document was issued for Public Comment in June of 2010 with a due date of August 9.  Four sets of comments were submitted for consideration by members of WG-20.  During this meeting, each was considered in turn, and a chart was prepared detailing the Group’s proposed response.  Dr. Koenig will make the appropriate changes to the text of Sup150 and post it to the FTP site for this meeting.  The Group will request an opportunity to present these decisions and the resulting changes in Sup150 to WG-06 during a meeting early in 2011.  Further discussions of this topic will be handled by e-mail among members of WG-20.
4. Joint Meeting with Orders & Observations Work Group
During Q1 on Wednesday, October 6, 2010, members joined HL7’s Orders and Observations Work Group for a discussion that included the following topics:

· Use cases concerning order interactions for the creation of a document.  (The result of this discussion will fit into the composite order model.)
· Update on DICOM Supplement 135 (SR Diagnostic Imaging Report Transformation Guide) that recently was approved for final text.

· Deprecation of waveform observation data for HL7 versions subsequent to 2.6.
· Possible joint project to improve flow of specimen information between Pathology, Radiology, Clinical Genomics, Orders and Observations.
Details of this discussion may be found in the minutes of the Orders and Observations Working Group.
5. Application of HL7’s Decision Making Document to II Work Group

Helmut Koenig informed members of an HL7 document that defines the default operating procedures for HL7 working groups.  The primary question was how well this document matches the needs for IIWG to operate under the existing formal agreement of cooperation between HL7 and the DICOM Standards Committee.  Consistent with a discussion among the members, Mr. Solomon made a few changes in the default document to accommodate the differences in HL7 and DICOM work group operations and remain consistent with the formal agreement between the two groups.  Since the result is an official HL7 document, it was balloted according to the procedures of HL7 and approved unanimously by those present.  The approved document will be posted to the HL7 wiki page for IIWG.
6. Demonstrating Conformance with DICOM’s New Part 20

Members identified the need for a Change Item to define the means for an implementation to electronically demonstrate that it conforms to specific parts of the new Part 20.  Harry Solomon offered to develop a CP that addresses this need, and Ron Cowan agreed to shepherd it through the WG-06 review and approval process.

7. New Business

No new business was discussed during this meeting.
8. Future Meetings
The next meeting of the WG-20/IISIG is scheduled for May 17 – 18, 2010 in Orlando, Florida.
The group does not plan to attend the HL7 Working Group Meeting in Sydney, Australia in January of 2011.
