There was a co chair election and Peter Hendler was elected co chair for this term.

This meeting differed from all our previous meetings.  Since our conception we have been promoting the idea that the RIM model is good for Application Architectures including internal models and databases.  We have been using the JAVA language to demonstrate that this is possible and practical and have produced a reference API that is able to:

1 parse HL7 V3 RIM based messages and 

2 represent them in memory

3 persist them to a relational RIM based database

4 re create HL7 V3 messages from our database.

Rene Spronk made us aware of a group in HL7 Netherlands that were not using JAVA but were similarly interested in using the RIM model as the basis for applications and databases and even autogeneration of user interfaces.

We discussed and finally decided to formally rename our working group to the 

RIM Application Architecture Working Group.

We intend to write draft mission statements and post  them to our list for comments and then to procede with the name change.

The focus of the new group will be on promoting the use of, and sharing best practices about using the RIM as the basis for application and database design.
