ISO/HL7 Collaboration
The PSS was discussed at the TSC conference call, and the need for work to be done around the generic engagement process was recognised.  It is likely, that because this is a generic process, it is likely to be led by the Project Services Group, with input from the groups that are actively engaged in collaboration (e.g. Pharmacy, Patient Safety and Data Types).  Pharmacy would also need a PSS for specific work items such as the IDMP (Identification of Medicinal Products).
