8. FHIR Overview
· Overview my Grahame Grieve of FHIR.  Ask for presentation.  This overview is best understood ( my belief) if accompanied by the presentation materials. 
· Per Grahame the FHIR work is a new look at healthcare content from the perspective of HL7, that sits between HL7 v2 and HL7 v3.  This review included a discussion of Resources, the technical XML representation, He covered issues ranging  from Resources, the attributes associated with each Resource and the various information associated with each attribute e.g. mapping to HL7 v3 RIM, HL7 v2, cardinality, definitions, etc.  
· Grahame also covered some of the tools required to support various areas of FHIR.

· Medication profile has many definitions 

· Suggest that HL7 Pharmacy define a medication profile taking into consideration the different architectures – will bring clarity into what IHE Pharmacy wants

· Julie indicated that defining the medication profile is about what the functional requirements are.  This is a shift of what Pharmacy WG is about.  
· Tom feels this is a shift we need to make – Pharmacy has the knowledge to determine what is needed and it shouldn’t matter how the information gets exchanged
· It is critical we do not duplicate the work or come out with different solutions to the same problem

· We need to build an information model or DAM – we have the knowledge and expertise. Can say how the DAM supports the medication profile

· We likely have all of the ingredients but need to define how to build the profile
· Working Definition of Medication Profile – need to input to the IHE Pharmacy work.  The IHE white paper should be part of the input to our modelling
Action: Work with IHE Pharmacy to come up with a working definition of medication profile

Action:  Anyone who has working defintions of medication profile will post to a page on the Wiki

29. e-Pedigree/GTIN
· Christian Hay gave us a presentation of the e-Pedigree/GTIN. The importance of a unique identification for medication/pharmaceuticals products, more than ex. socks, was addressed. Discussion about the labeling of packages vs products. 
This discussion was curtailed due to lack of time.

30. Review of IDMP
· Tim Buxton gave us a status update from IDMP. Presentation will be available on the wiki of Pharmacy WG. 

· Hugh presented the summary of ballot comments. Each ballot comment will rather be addressed on a conference call, as it is time consuming to address them all in this WGM.
· There was substantial discussion on questions of Scope and the level of CMET detail.

· For the Scope issue there was agreement that the models should not carry items not specified in the relevant ISO models
· Gunther argued that the CPM CMETs used should be the full CMETs not the restricted ones used in the ballot.  Such an approach would mean that work done by implementers to use the CMETs in SPL could be reused.
· Hugh explained that the CMETs presented were proper unrolled and restricted versions of CPM CMETs subject to additions and amendments to be made as part of the May 2012 re-ballot of CPM
· Jean-Henri suggested that some form of constraint or transformation guidance could be used to bridge the difference.
· Julie expressed the view that providing a CMET that had elements that were not required simply lead to confusion and error.
· Hugh tried to get views from Industry representatives in the meeting – the only one present supported Gunther’s approach
ACTION: Hugh will now draft a series of ballot responses that take account of this discussion
31. EHR functional model
· Scott Robertson gave an introduction to EHR functional model and the development of pharmacy-specific profiles.  Currently there are two: the pharmacy/pharmacist EHR profile and the stand-alone eRx profile.  Both have passed ballot and are being submitted to ANSI.  
· Scott also described EHR Release 2.  EHR R2 incorporates the profile work with R1 and restructures the functional components.  The two pharmacy profiles are being revised and updated to conform to EHR R2.

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37. Medication Overview – Dutch Realm

· Tom presented the Dutch “Guideline for Medication Transfer” and discussed Medication Profile, Medication Therapy and Medication Review topics and raised some issues around dealing with the type of data that is generated via these processes.  One of the primary discussion points was how to exchange updates of medication use.  Get a copy of the slides from Tom d. 
· Tom also discussed a specific detail use case where a patient who was taking drug P1 is no longer taking it ( per patient report) and he needs a way to document 1 -  stop using the medication, and 2 – cancel the prescription or in some jurisdictions – request the GP cancel he prescription.  Another part of the use case needs a clinician to communicate that the patient should stop taking an OTC medication ( no order existed for the OTC med).  This case is also in Tom’s slides.  
· Nicolas C. created a Visio drawing of the scenario that Tom was describing.  
Action Item:  One of the results is that we need to add the  “negationIndicator”  attribute to Medication Order.  After further clarification, it was decided to add ‘negationIndicator’ to both the SubstanceAdmin Request and the Supply request, but not the Grouper act. 
· We also discussed scenarios where an OTC medication is picked up at a CA pharmacy and whether this OTC med was associated with the patient’s record.  Needs to be explored in more detail.
