Topic of this conference call is the planning of the Care Plan Topic project. Anneke made a more concrete planning in Excel. 
Action items 2 and 3: Care Plan Topic Glossary
David Rowed (he is not present in this conference call) initiated this in cooperation with Heather Grain who is responsible for the skmt Glossary. In the last meeting HL7 David agreed on contributing to the skmt glossary with the following procedure:
1. What is the definition in the HL7 Glossary?
2. What is the definition in the skmt Glossary?
3. Is there a definition in a Draft ISO standard?
4. Is there another definition that we can use?
5. Conference call on the definition
To do action item 3 we need first to identify which components are part of the care plan. Some are already mentioned in the planning. After that the components can be defined. 
Components and definitions will be discussed in a separated conference call. Stephen Chu will ask David Rowed to coordinate this 2 action items. Everybody can contribute to this two action items. On the wiki of the Care Plan Topic there is a wiki for the Care Plan Glossary (http://wiki.hl7.org/index.php?title=Care_Plan_Glossary)
Some definitions are already in the Care Plan Glossary.
Decisions on the components and definitions can be made during the International Working Group Meeting in Sydney, January 2011)
Action items 4 and 5 Storyboards and use cases
Some planning items on these topics are already completed. The care settings for which we can/ must make storyboards and use cases are not complete. We agreed on starting with this action item by working on storyboards and use cases for the situations that are mentioned in the planning. Other situations can be added along the way when we feel it can contribute to the work. In other words, when we are missing some characteristics in other care settings or patient conditions. Examples that are mentioned during the call are inpatient and outpatient.
John Hilton will contribute to these action items from the work in Australia he is doing. There are also storyboards and use cases in the work of Isobel Frean that we can use. Susan Matney started to work on a use case (is on the wiki) but this need to be completed. Audrey Dickerson will provide PC with the work that has been done within IHE for the IHE_PCC_Patient_Plan_Of_Care_PPOC_TI_2009-07-29.
Andre Boudreau will ask in his organization if there are use cases that we can use in this project.
Method we will use is the method described in the HL7 HDF. A storyboard is the human readable, narrative description and a use case is the technical representation. A storyboards consists of a purpose, pre-condition, story, one or more post conditions
Stephen Chu suggested to work from a certain structure, the condition of the patient can have one or more perspectives. But a patient can also have more than one condition. He will make a short document on this that everyone can use in developing storyboards and use cases.
Decisions on the storyboards and use cases can be made during the International Working Group Meeting in Sydney, January 2011).
Action items 6 Dynamic model
We can use the dynamic model that is described in the IHE profile of the Patient plan of care. John Hilton will add this model on the wiki.
Action items 7 and 8 Structural model and R-MIM update 
This action item can be planned after the work on the action items 2 to 6.
Decisions on Dynamic and structural model can be made during the International Working Group Meeting in Orlando, May 2011).
Action item 9 CDA and the Care Plan
The storyboards use cases and the dynamic and structural models are the basis for the work on this action. The assumption is that we need both the messaging and CDA. If this is the case than the scope of the project must be adjusted.
Gay Giannone will work on the CDA part of this project.
Overall Planning for the Care Plan Topic
We are planning for balloting in September 2011, but we have two problems; we don’t have a modeling and publishing facilitator.
We agreed on having a weekly conference call, one week the Care Plan Topic and the other week the DCM project. Stephen will chair the Care Plan Topic project and William the DCM project. Stephen and William will schedule the conference calls.
