Nick Halsey did not have any updated from EMA regarding work on the PSUR.

Nick also notes that we will be at the patient care meeting in San Antonio to keep track of developments with the allergy model.  Peter notes the big question is the modeling.   He is not sure how what they are doing conforms to the ICSR.  We agree that clinical care and adverse event reporting are looking at the data from different perspectives – that event reporting needs to make use of the data collected for clinical care.  Mead notes that, so far, PSWG has not had any issues with the proposed structures. Nick notes that we do need to keep track of the definitions and vocabulary items in case there are potential problems for reporting.
Peter notes that we are still up in the air with regard to using the Security Assessment for Patient Safety purposes.
We noted the email exchange regarding a call that Japan can participate in.  Go forward, PSWG will schedule a second conference call at 7am (US Eastern) on the morning after the regularly scheduled call.
