1. PSUR
Following on from the discussions in Q3 Mead Walker provided the working group an introduction of Clinical Document Architecture (CDA) by walking through the CDA model. It was also pointed out that SPL follows the CDA model with a few extensions. 
Although CDA is normally linked to a specific patient, this can be resolved by using a null flavour flag. The header of CDA is similar to clinical statement. Some of advantages are that CDA has a fixed schema, does not need messaging components and supports both structured data as XML and non-XML data as any media files or text (ED – data type).

As the CDA supports both structured data and unstructured human readable content the group felt that it would be worth further exploring using CDA for the PSUR structured document.
