David Classen, MD, provided an in-depth presentation about ARRA meaningful use of EHR Systems and led the group in a discussion about pediatric considerations and current efforts underway by NACHRI and the Alliance for Pediatric Quality (AAP, CHCA, NACHRI) to submit a complementary pediatric definition of meaningful use to the Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information Technology and CMS.

CCHIT Updates from Pediatric Volunteers; Findings From CCHIT Gap Analysis 


Objectives: Participants are able to talk comfortably at a high level about status of CCHIT activities; Review highlights of gap analysis and make decision about moving forward on HL7 child health profile release 2 in 2010

Bobbie Byrne, MD, Certification Director, Certification Commission for Health Information Technology, provided an educational session on ARRA and meaningful use certification, CCHIT’s new certification program that is in development (including plans for site certification, which will begin in June 2010), and CCHIT inspection programs.  The presentation is available on the child health section of hl7.org. 
Joy Kuhl provided an overview of the gap analysis effort from earlier this year to compare the HL7 child health functional profile for EHR Systems with the CCHIT inpatient, ambulatory and child health certification criteria published in 2007.  Pele Yu, MD, Aileen Sedman, MD and Joy completed the analysis and submitted recommendations to the CCHIT child health work group for consideration in February 2009.  The work group then reviewed the gap analysis in detail formulating an action plan that was completed in May 2009.  Two priority items were submitted to  the CCHIT ambulatory group for consideration, 11 priority items were submitted to inpatient, and the child health work group made 5 new recommendations for 2009 and added 5 new criteria to its certification roadmap.  The group explored possible benefits in pursuing an update to the HL7 child health profile based on these findings, but it was decided to hold off.
Decisions Made:
· The group decided not to pursue an update to the HL7 child health functional profile for EHR Systems; Will wait until next year to reconsider after meaningful use definitions are finalized and progress has been made with the EHR FM, R2
