Child Health Functional Profile for EHR Systems
Given the timeline of work underway on the HL7 EHR Systems Functional Model, Release 2, the group discussed holding off on balloting Release 2 of the Child Health Profile until we can reconcile with the Functional Model Release 2, which will be available late July 2011.  In the meantime, we will begin drafting a project scope statement for Release 2 of the Child Health Profile, and we will spend time at the May work group meeting refining the scope statement and determining approach. 

Neonatal Functional Profile for EHR Systems

Work will begin at the May work group meeting.  In the meantime, volunteers are requested to review the Child Health Functional Profile in advance of the meeting to begin identifying ideas for neonatal requirements.  

We need to discover what is available for review now, if anything, from EHR Model Format for Children project related to neonatology functions.
Ballot Participation
1) The HL7 EHR-S Functional Model is an international ISO standard for important functionality for EHR systems, and it is the foundation for our HL7 Child Health Profile for EHR Systems.  Release 2 of the EHR-System Functional Model is open for ballot comment now through May 9.   Joy will review the draft model by cross referencing it with a list of requests our group made to the EHR Work Group over the previous six months.  She will then submit ballot comments on behalf of the Alliance for Pediatric Quality based on findings to ensure that group requests will be addressed.  Child Health Work Group participants are encouraged to sign up for the ballot pool (by May 2) and participate in the ballot as well.  Or, if individual participation is prohibitive, you can contact Joy to collaborate on the ballot response for the Alliance for Pediatric Quality. 
2) The HL7 Version 3 Domain Analysis Model: Immunization, Release 1 is also up for ballot.  Rob Savage encouraged participation from the Child Health Work Group.  In particular, he is interested to know if there are any missing story boards.  We will make sure Noorullah Akhtar, MD is aware of the ballot package.
