Minutes/Conclusions Reached:
· Motion by Rita Altamore with a second by Rob Savage to approve both sets of meeting minutes for July 14th and Aug. 4th. Both sets of meeting minutes were previously posted on the HL7 website. 
· Approved  - Vote: 11-0-0
· General Standards Activities Update
· Alean reported that Arden Syntax convened their first meeting on Monday to start their new project. The initial focus will be on Hepatitis A rules. 
· Meaningful Use 
· Erin indicated that they discuss the message quality framework tool. She noted that the HIT website is similar to PH Connect. John indicated that Erin will send the link to the PHER List. The material is primarily for MU coordinators in the states.
· Alean attended an ONC meeting on PH. Some of the key points from the discussion were: 
· For the most part MU is well funded but unfunded for PH. 
· Many questions on mismatches on what EHRs can send and what PH can receive. 
· Discussion on use of HIEs to do transformations into PH. 
· Rita and Erin acknowledged the interest from WA State and TN, ongoing business opportunities and challenges in dealing with the issues of whether incoming data are correct. 
· Rita reported on the ONC Summer Camp - Surveillance Implementation Guide Power Team. She noted that they were initially focused on the PH IGs. They have discussed requests for one standard for each use case. Document was presented to the ONC Standards Committee. Recommendation to use V2.5.1 for all three PH objectives: ELR, IZ and SS with an asterisk to recommend taking SS for eligible providers off the list and not making it core. 
· Additional discussion points:
· Some IZ registries only speak 2.3 and a lot of EHRs have implemented 2.5. Couple this with the unfunded mandate. 
· Tennessee does not see many EHR vendors that have insisted on 2.5.1 for IZ. 
· Austin participated on a Lab call where there was agreement to require demonstration of senders and receivers with certification testing for Micro. SNOMED is not a requirement. This will be in the HL7 IG and hopefully adopted. Ambulatory Lab vendors participated and are supportive. This will need to go through reconciliation. 
· ONC S&I Framework Public Health Reporting Initiative
· Wiki with draft charter: http://wiki.siframework.org/Public+Health+Reporting+Initiative
· Rita indicated that there have been several meetings to organize a charter. The goal is to produce a doc to propose to ONC. If formally approved by ONC, this will become an S&I initiative with allocated resources. The group hopes to have something ready to present during the CDC PHI Conference next week. 
· Michelle noted that they discussed plans to get the draft charter out for public comment. The public comment period and length are unknown. 
· CDC PHI Conference
· Alean noted that the PHI Conference will start next week and will include an Interoperability Showcase. She is participating in the immunization demos.
· Michelle noted that the VR, EHDI and CA scenarios will also be included in the Interoperability Showcase as part of the PH scenarios.
· Many PHER WG members plan to participate in the PHI Conference.
· PHDSC
· Michelle acknowledged that the PHDSC is providing support for the ONC S&I Framework Public Health Reporting Initiative. They are also supporting several panel presentations at the PHI Conference and in the Interoperability Showcase. She also noted that the PHDSC annual meeting will be held in October 2011. 
· Rita mentioned that virtual conferencing will be available.
· LOINC 
·  Rita noted that several items were brought forward for Case Reporting. She emphasized that there needs to be more modeling related to the LOINC requests and not necessarily the need for LOINC for every public health question. She noted that there was a lot of focus on section codes for documents, of significance to Clinical LOINC and Genetic testing.
· Michelle noted that there are several requests to support VR as required by the IHE Maternal Child Health –Birth and Fetal Death Reporting Technical Framework Supplement.

· Michelle reviewed the agenda for the Sept 2011San Diego WGM
· Brief discussion of contractual changes within CDC OSELS. The services provided in the past by NG for IT Services and support may be transitioned to a new contractor.
