I. CTR&R Update
Abdul Malik Shakir
Currently in DSTU and is being used in trial. A test system is being built to take a ClinicalTrials.gov information as well as EMA trial information and transform it to a CTR&R format. Some changes have been made in the message as a result of the testing. There will be work with BRIDG to address some of the issues discovered.
There is work on an IG to help users with use of the standard. Testing will be conducted in the other direction as well. (from CTR&R to clinicaltrials.gov or EMA).

The other activity is to identify value sets for coded items. This is the major work category at this time. There is formation of a vocabulary team and a request for volunteers has gone to the RCRIM listserv.
It was asked if v3 approach is still the best approach. AMS responded yes, but there is an issue with the schemas that come out as a transform from the RIM. These schemas are unwieldy. The work that FIRE is doing may help solve this issue.

Schedule expectation is that the standard and an implementation guide will be balloted in May 2013. There is an expectation that release 2 work will start this summer.
