·
Data definition refinements for patient subject, clarification of role of observation (request) subject.

·
Reformatting of the documents to conform with HL7 style guide

We then plan on conducting a prototyping session in August (location and exact date TBD) to make sure that what we documented works as intended. (This is analogous to the stagings we do before trade shows, only this time there is no trade show, just, in effect, a staging.)
