II. Ballot Reconciliation:
CCOW support of SAML Assertions (HL7 project number 206)

- Issue 1 -

The architecture document has an issue with text inserted into the pdf format that was not included in the Word document (this mystery came up in the last ballot also).  The committee proposed characterizing the issue as a publication error and assigned David S. to work with HL7 staff to resolve the problem.  An acceptable alternative would be to avoid the problem by removing the preamble:
Per Section 12.6, Application Behavior When Not Designated, a

The clause above includes a hyperlink that apparently prevents the successful translation of the paragraph into pdf at page 118 when compared to the Word document submitted by the committee.

- Issue 2 -

The data subject document needs a few references in section 1.1 updated to reflect the new version number of the standard.  For example:
Health Level-Seven Standard Context Management Specification, Technology- And Subject- Independent Component Architecture, Version CM-1.5

David S. will work with the HL7 staff to determine how many references should be incremented to v1.6 (i.e. how many of the documents in the standard will be promoted to v1.6).

VOTE

III. Additional Issues:

The committee discussed additional projects that might be undertaken by the working group at the next WGM.  One project might involve web services interface for CCOW.  Members were encouraged to make suggestions on the HL7 list.
