1. Barry Royer was reelected co-chair.

2. Conducted another (and hopefully final) review of the Best Practices document and updated the document accordingly. The committee attendees agreed that it was ready to be published as a working, non-normative document pending some possible last reviews by contributors who could not make the meeting.
3. A short discussion was held with regard to V3 conformance. No one had any firm ideas on what it means to be V3 compliant with regard to CCOW. No follow-ups where identified.
4. The need and usefulness of a SOAP binding was discussed.  The discussion centered around the business case for a SOAP binding. The major driver was believed to be that perhaps many new implementations may be using SOAP tooling for service calls. Its not known who (if anyone) will provide and drive a SOAP binding proposal at this time.  
5. There was a suggestion that a UI spec be developed for Linux/Unix implementations. The response was that a vendor who wants that should come to the meeting and make a proposal.
6. Discussed documentation that might be helpful to facilitate CCOW adoption and improve the compliance and quality of CCOW enabled applications. The following documents where identified:
· Interaction diagrams to aid developers that are CCOW-enabling applications 
· Software test cases to aid developers and testers of CCOW-enabled applications
· User acceptance test cases for use by customers taking on CCOW enabled applications and infrastructure
Action items were agreed to (below) as a first step to creation of these documents.

2. Provide interaction diagrams for CCOW use cases (Siemens)

3. Provide software test cases (Sentillion)

4. Provide end-user acceptance test cases (Carefx)
