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RIM Alignment Discussion:

Rob led a discussion around the question - what is the relevance of the RIM to CCOW and what should be done to create alignment between the two?

· Ideally, RIM should cover events and data exchange of CCOW - observation is that RIM is currently only embodied as v3 XML messages

· Idea was put forth that if CCOW were derived from the RIM and its associated methodologies, maybe it would be better understood and accepted by the HL7 community

· No definitive answer to what it means for CCOW to align with RIM. But the following ideas where put forth:

· Leverage actors and interactions of RIM 

· Align on v3 data types

· Dynamic modeling methodologies of CCOW – can it be fed back into RIM?

· Leverage RIM for CCOW futures/expansion – for example, use RIM/v3 modeling for future annotation subjects
· SOAP bindings based on v3

· It was suggested that CCOW modeling methods be compared to those used for RIM/v3 as a first step – eventual goal would be to express CCOW through RIM – may want to work with Services BOF to do this

Security Profile Discussion:

· Ed Coyne: Presentation on Protection Profiles for CCOW

· discussion on boundaries – change “Context Manager” to “Context Management System” as it can include agents and the authenticating app

· Discussion on particular aspects of application protection profile

· As a cross check, Rob will mark up the CCOW spec with items that are relevant to the security profile. Ed to review.

· Clarification on Protection Profiles

· Will add cross-referencing back to CCOW standard

· Should the Protection Profile be for “Context Sharing” rather than for “Context Management”?

· Mike - NIST 800-66 – analysis of HIPAA requirements and federal requirements – use as cross check with security profile

Action items:

· Rob will highlight security relevant sections of the spec

· Ed will perform initial updates on Security Profile

· Rob will review past SOAP proposals and share our previous work with the list

· Rob will canvas CCOW list for interest in other items – in particular V3 relevant “close to the user” subjects – e.g. location
