Basically the SAEAF identifies a Service Role Specification at the Analysis/Blueprint level which is very similar to the SFM (not surprisingly). 

There are three main differences:

1. Use of some different terms, mainly as listed in table above.

2. The SAEAF introduces the notion of more formally defining the dynamic model at this stage in the process.

3. The HSSP SFM is more explicit on the business context and background for the service.
The basic conclusion is that all these three items can be harmonized quite easily. Once the SAEAF is reasonably stable, I propose that this harmonization takes place (The SOA WG should discuss with the ARB when this should take place).
