Jane: current repository part of Gforge has the requirements from last August’s work (on s.d. functional requirements etc)

Question of Nist (&/or) EbXML(&/or) OASIS liaison to HL7 and their registry requirements….
Kai:  repository is clearly a subset of registry requirements (i.e. you can have a repository w/o a registry, but not vice versa)

But we need to capture, for each group

What is/are the intentions/needs being met by each existing/planned work…

What type of information is available

What is the common information across groups/project

Other items:

RICHARD DH: NEHTA contact — we need to talk to Andy (Grahame: the best person there may be Sara Gordon (who used to work w/the NHS-CFH)

Jane: we need to look both at the abstract form for each, as well as its instance expression/use cases in various implementations.

Grahame: many of the models we’ve looked at are a combination of clinical requirements and modeling/structure: the line between these two purposes is blurred.
