Jim Campbell presented his Rules for mapping. Jim and SNOMED are working on a new way to present the mapping from SCT to ICD. Currently there is a one-to-one table. The new approach will be as a set of rules with accompanying  table for each rule. This paper presents the rules in GELLO syntax.  There are 2 use cases for query observation and query procedure and 5 use cases for mapping.
