· 3.1 Many HL7 V3 R-MIMs will not adhere to these patterns. How will we approach this?
· 3.1.2.2 Unacceptable patterns - For instance, SNOMED CT micro-organisms are represented both in the Organism hierarchy (e.g. Gram-positive diplococcus, SCTID 11471007) and the Clinical Findings hierarchy (e.g. Large gram-positive rods, SCTID 404511008). Where observation.code is Blood culture, SCTID 30088009, many (?most) labs report a blend of organism and clinical findings values, and their data dictionaries don't distinguish between the hierarchies.
· 3.1.3.1 Figure 8 - Validate that finding-method is "CT chest". Alternatively, finding-method might be "inspection". Unclear how Imaging interpretation (observable entity), SCTID 282290005, would be used.
· 3.4 Diagnosis review the diagnosis type qualifier (SCTID 106229004) values and verify that they are all appropriate for use. They should all be potentially moved into the procedure hierarchy, as types of Evaluation Procedures (SCTID 386053000)
