Minutes/Conclusions Reached:
· Roll call 10:08 am call to order. Agenda amended to remove V3 Generator update
· Minutes – Jane moves and Lynn seconds approval of the minutes from 7-28-2011. Tim abstains. 2/0/1 passed
· Tim noted that last week he was absent due to a conflict in demo’ing the SMD, which they are actively using in production now. 
· Action Items: 
a. 1991: space issues – Josh will be working with Mike who’s just returned to the office and will have a proposal soon.
b. 1997: related to tools and resources page; we need such a communication plan. Jane and Lynn will discuss offline; Jane would like to have it done before the next tooling liaison call. We could then get feedback from them.  Lynn will update the tracker items. 
c. Woody not on the call 1998 and 1999. Woody did send the updated documentation to Wilfred for 1999, confirms Wilfred. 
d.  2003 Josh is not available; dependent on Wilfred completing documentation pieces. 
e. 2002: Andy has been discussing with Lorraine Constable and will draft something. An example of need for coordination is the recent announcement of the CDA Templates database; Andy noted that it didn’t come through ES either. Tooling needs to consider IP restrictions for being able to access tools only when logged in to the HL7 website. Should look at an equivalent mechanism for the full MIF files. 
· Update on Tooling Documentation [Wilfred] he’s still working on it, and has received many comments from others to incorporate. Ravi’s recent comments provided to the listserv are being considered. Ravi suggests all tooling mentioned in the document should have a reference to their location on GForge or OHT. Need to offer description of its location in addition to a hard link which might become stale. Jane suggests we use a permalink. Ravi also suggested the MIF section was too big and isn’t needed since it is in the ballot content. Ravi also suggested including other tools used by NHS such as the XML process and batch generator, but these tools are not specifically for the HL7 mainstream. Jane notes the direction from the Board is to expand our scope from what we currently have, up to and including other uses for conformance testing and example generation. They suggest we address those tools that are useful for not just developing standards but adopting them in their own environments. Jane feels we should address those in a different document.  We could state how the tools are used in different environment. For example the tools used in Canada and the UK, and with a little outreach find out which ones are used elsewhere. Jane would like to bring this document to a close but address the scope of this document internally and continue with a broader scope in a different document. When the DITA part is done we should discuss maintaining documentation in DITA going forward and using an SVN repository. We need to discuss as a group how we change our documentation maintenance processes to accommodate this. He’ll look at having a draft for review in the next two weeks. 
· Discussion on Roadmap to state the target state, where we are currently, and the how the existing tools fit together 
a. Tooling WG has addressed a target date for management of tooling up to implementation guides. We drew the lines at that. However the Board is prepared to fund tools useful to implementers but need guidance on what the useful tools would be. Tooling needs to develop such recommendations on tools from HL7 or OHT and classify them for purpose and how they are useful to implementer and user audiences. The V2 messaging workbench would be one such opportunity since it’s not currently being maintained. A similar tool for V3 would be one such recommendation. Need a requirements process to determine such, set priorities and seek funding. Need to do outreach on tools in Canada, with Dennis Giokas’ input that HL7 should be offering equivalent service to what Infoway has. The conformance testing environment was tuned to the pan-canadian standards, so we need to see if it is generalizable. Need to find out with Ravi if such generalization can be done also with NHS tools. US government is interested in this, talk to NIST and other affiliate environments with V3 implementations. Would be a useful conversation with RIMBAA group.  Once you talk about conformance profiles you get into that realm. Andy suggests we schedule some joint time with RIMBAA in San Diego. We should prepare before that meeting to know what types of tools we are talking about. Board direction is at minimum to consider this in parallel with existing efforts. Need a forum for those that are already doing it. Doesn’t appear to the board that tools are potentially in conflict with products provided by current members. Need an expanded picture soon for what types of tools and where can HL7 learn from others vs being leading edge. Maintenance of a tool becomes an issue as the more useful it is the more people want it updated and customized or changed. Bob Dolin is learning this with Trifolia. Tim notes they open sourced a project via Google (in a manner similar to sourceforge or CollabNet) having to do with SNOMED with a reference system. GoogleCode projects have their own sort of licensing. To move forward, Andy suggests making an announcement on the list. ACTION ITEM: Jane will coordinate to meet with RIMBAA in San Diego.  ACTION ITEM: Jane will announce to the Tooling list to consider what tools are useful to implementers to solicit input for review at the WGM.
