Monday (May 16) – Q1 

Administrative Activities
Introductions were made.  There were some new attendees.    Shannon Whetzel from CMS is a new attendee and will be writing the Operating rules.  Guests Ron Bechtel and Jim Daley were from WEDI.
Robin Isgett has volunteered to Scribe for the ASIG on a temporary basis since Bertha Ambriz-Crespin was unable to attend.  
Agenda Review 

Re-evaluate the Agenda.  Roadmap for the week depends on Q2 meeting with Structured Documents to discuss guide collaboration. Perform Gap Analysis of attachments guides with the consolidated Implementation Guide.   
DDCP Update

Mary Lynn Bushman – Calls have been suspended until further notice.

Presentation
Durwin went over his presentation “Attachments and SDWG Joint meeting on Guide Collaboration”.  Discussed current initiatives, HealthStory, IHE, PICU, ESMD, etc.  Need to find out how to get access to the template library.  ESMD is not officially approved, but it continues to move forward. 

Discussed presentation prior to meeting with SDWG.  Having multiple implementation guides would be like the hundreds of companion guides for X12. Provider-to-provider and provider-to-payer should be the same.  ICD-10 may decrease the business need for attachments.
Maria mentioned a pilot project and also will report on phone call today.  She also, suggested that the DSMO process be updated.  Also spoke of rumors of possible elimination of the 275. 
Outcome

It was agreed by the majority that a consolidated guide would be best, but because of the timeline, work only on what can be done with the time available.  There may be use cases by the industry that need attachments.  Some work done but not published
Monday (May 16) – Q2
Meeting with Structured Documents on Guide Collaboration
Implementers require clinical consistence and expected content where that content is represented by a template.  Entry-level would require new templates.  Per SDWG, there would have to be a good reason (use cases) to justify not consolidating.  High level is to add templates with detail, structure, LOINCS, etc.
.

Level III semantics compare OP notes.  Specifications for structured vs human readable.  Optional entry-level templates or references in section templates.  There may be 3 separate OP notes, how to get to one OP note that would cover most use cases.
Outcome

Majority agreed to the consolidation of the guides. Structured documents will place consolidation project on the ballot.  Attachments will put together a ballot package.   There was discussion by SDWG of condensing the change log.

Discussed MIME section on page 209 in appendix F of the consolidated guide. Which RFC to use, decide which parts are valid, ability to do that and make sure it is up-to-date.  Determine if sufficient to implement, mentioned a white paper.  Discussed 2011 ambulance document on the ballot and determined that it may impact our work.

There was mention of the WEDI agenda that includes an HL7 Validation task force headed by Tom Hanks.  Is there going to be a compliance checker for HL7 like for X12?  A tool used to run template through to see if compliant.  Is there already a way to validate compliance internally?

Administrative Activities

Durwin summarized what was discussed in the Co-Chair meeting.  He mentioned that attachments was back in the forefront because of Health Care Reform.  Health status “report card” of the Attachments workgroup was yellow.  We will work towards a better report by next meeting.

We will be creating a ballot package to present to structured documents who will add to the Fall ballot.

Start Gap Analysis  

Started with Header template.  Deb recorded changes on paper copy then on spreadsheet.  Decision was made to limit to US realm.

Continue Gap Analysis

Made notes of portions in the consolidated guide that may not be relevant to the payers.  Agreed that it is OK to not have in attachments guide.

Reviewed gap analysis of the CDA Header template.  Transferred Deb’s notes to a soft copy of the document.

Question about template ID education.  Regarding Custodian (2.1.5), a provider may not have a repository whereas the HIE environment may.  Says required, but then “If present”2.1 #7.  The following are not in the CDA guide 2.5.1.18 – OK that this does not match.  2.5.1.19 – question about the OID itself, why is this not included in the consolidated guide? and  2.5.1.20.  Custodians would have to keep up with their own OIDs, defer to OID white paper.  Infullfillmentof 2.5.1.20 would have to be a “condition” since attachments requires it but providers will not.  2.5.1.21 documentation of, If 275 not sent then this could be used.  This may be used as a placeholder?
Tuesday (May 17) Q4
Continue Gap Analysis


Guests – Rita Scichilone/AMIMA and Lanel James of BCBS Association.  Jim started a list of things to do in revising attachment guides.  This document will be added as an attachment to the minutes.  There are two 275 guides and as due diligence we need to make note of not just claims.  Craig gave a presentation on OIDS. Use HL7 site for resources such as OID types.  OIDs are contained on the web site in the OID registry.  BCBSA presentation on OID registry.  An HL7 OID has distinct string of code at the beginning.  NUBC UB04 manual considered an external code system within the OID, code sets from UB04 manual (301.0 vs. Code value (301.1) such as frequency code.  Put in Schema and tell where code set is.  XML parser could be fully automated using this.  OIDs that point to external code sets.  Code sets are updated therefore editors/parsers would have to be updated.  Should HL7 SDOs need to figure out a way to have listservs or some resource to let providers/implementers know when codes sets are added?  A Co-chair can create OIDS.  There is not a way to get every NPI to have an OID.  Need a unique OID separate from NPI.  Here is rumor of getting rid of OIDs, so how much work do you want to do on place holders.  A unique ID can be created with an attachment control number and OID, year NP issued.  Or use two value sets to create a unique number placeholder OID

Discussion of General header vs OP note header. Section 2 has header constraints that apply to entire guide.  Section 3
In our guides we identify all and use all.  
Thursday (May 19) Q2
Template Presentation

Guest speakers Brett Marguard, Lantana Consulting, and Dr. Clem McDonald.
Clem spoke of statistics from United Healthcare, Indiana Database and Mass General to list top 2000 lab tests.  Covers 99.8% and is about two years old.  Document is in a printed PDF of  a spreadsheet sorted by adjusted class, text descriptions, and groups and individual tests. Another example is E-links top 300 orders.  Put LOINC codes in documents for ease of mapping.  AHA is not as concerned with labs as much.  LOINC code may not get sent with lab results, may be a cut and paste of the notes.  There is big instrument vendor and Federal interest in LOINCS.  Clinical setting survey instruments such as Promise – set of CAT test questions.  Same for psychological and radiology tests. 
TEMPLATES

Brett gave an introduction to CDA class slides on templates. A template identifier (templateid) signals the imposition of a set of template-defined constraints.  H & P template example  table 31 lists requirements and optional templates. 1 – may be in the guide bu we could not find it 2. – we may need to add 3. Don’t make since for clinical but may be added.
EHR system uses SNOMED.

Gave us training on how to navigate the CDA consolidate  here is a generic header for all  Conformance rules  Participant section references uses class code
