Minutes/Conclusions Reached:
1. Project Recap (Durwin)
· The gaps identified in the Op Notes and Discharge Summary have been presented to the CDA Consolidation workgroup
· The CDA Consolidation document goes to ballot on 8/5/11 with comment period beginning 8/12/11
· Our work can continue on the gaps in the History & Physical document 
· We still have to determine what the final product will be.  Options are:
· Adopt the CDA Consolidation suite of 8 documents
· Use the CDA Consolidation as a base to create our own document level templates.  
· The project is very fluid as new information is received.  This will have to be acknowledged and communicated. 
2. Project Overview 
· We are partnering with the SDWG which has an implementation guide for Release 2 templates.  We will adopt this as our base
· There are 9 attachment types at the document level
· SDWG has agreed to review missing elements that we identify
· We are making great progress in working with the CDA Consolidation workgroup on our comments
· We consider the Attachment Control # to be a critical element of the HL7 schema as well as the X12 275 and/or 277 transactions
· Options for ongoing development:
· As  industry needs expand, the base documents would expand to address those attachment needs
· Keep the base CDA Consolidation guide intact and add document level templates as needed.  In this option future templates would not have access to the clinical data in the base document
· Hybrid of option 1 and 2is possible but it is the least desirable option
· We have to prepare for upcoming NCVHS hearings, which are scheduled in November or December of this year
· The plan is to work with SDWG after the ballot to create a phased approach to convert the existing attachments
3. Next Steps
· Continue Gap Analysis of History and Physical templates 
4. Other
· There was discussion as to whether there should be a concern about being out of compliance with ‘minimum necessary’ mandates.  It was noted that the electronic attachments are just another transport option and should not present additional issues.  We will include usage guidance in our templates to ensure this is understood
· We have to ensure that necessary information does not get dropped from the Attachments Templates during the consolidation process
· The question was raised as to whether the original 5 attachment types in the NPRM are still valid.  It is assumed so.
· The original data content of the attachments templates was determined by the industry via stakeholder meetings quite a long time ago.  With the changes in IHEs, EMRs, etc perhaps this should be revisited.
