1. Review Project Proposal
· A joint meeting with Structured Documents WG (SDWG) was held at the May Working Group meeting.  
· SDWG has agreed to try to incorporate the gaps we have identified into at least one of the documents.  
· Based on a decision reached at the May Working Group meeting, we have agreed to include the Attachments documents in the CDA Consolidation project.
· The Operating Notes document that the Attachments WG reviewed in Las Vegas was reviewed and it was determined that we could adopt the Consolidated version.
· Review of section 4a of the Project Proposal
· Modifications were made to the March 21 version of the Project Proposal to reflect the CDA Consolidation Project instead of the Health Story Project.  
· Additional text was added to allow for future attachment types without imposing additional constraints
· HHS is looking for specific documents to reference in the Final Rule.  
· While we can adopt the documents that we have in common with the CDA Consolidation Project, we still have to restructure those that they do not have. 
· We have to be mindful of workload and timelines when determining what should be included in this project
· We have to add specific names for each of the areas represented on the Project Team.  It was thought that HL7 may supply that information as we are requesting technical resources from them.

2. Other Discussion
· We have to address the use of an external code set for the list of attachment types.  It was noted that this idea was approached about ten years ago and did not go anywhere.  It might now, with the new legislation.
· There is a First Responder/Ambulance guide produced by the ISO group that may be relevant to us.  Sue will try to get more information.
· The list of active projects for our WG is on the Project Insight screen.  We have to address these and determine how to proceed.
