I. CDA Development
a) Deferred discussion to include Harry Solomon.  Will schedule conference call on this topic.
II. NHLBI Cardiovascular Ontology Project
b) Bron Kisler summarized a meeting organized by NHLBI (Jenny Larkin) starting to work on a cardiovascular ontology.  The effort discussed is very much similar to the CDISC terminology projects and the data element portion of the NIH Roadmap Cardiology Data Standards project coordinated by Duke.  Most or all attendees represented academic institutions.  Longer term plan is to put data elements in NCI EVS.  There was discussion about how that project could collaborate with other ongoing efforts.  Bron will be sending Jenny a list of proposed items for collaboration.  
c) Bron mentioned the value to groups doing standards projects needing to know what other related activities are happening before doing work in parallel.  We discussed how it would be useful to identify within HL7 the things this SIG would overlap/interact with other committees and groups on.  Bron volunteered to start this list.  

III. Data Elements
d) Brian and Anita described a method (preferred?) for the process of loading data elements into the NCI EVS that was discussed at the last NIH Roadmap meeting during an NCI presentation.  Additional information is needed from NCI about benefit of doing this in their tools.  Follow-up from Roadmap meeting was that NCI would host a concentrated training session for the Roadmap groups developing data elements.  

e) Current status is that contributed data elements are aggregated and structures aligned.  
f) Data element review and consensus process discussed.  This will be modeled after the similar effort in Tuberculosis and include a conference call to go over objectives and workflow with broad group of stakeholders invited. Next step is to assign a small expert set of individuals to draft a proposed set of data elements. After this group has a proposal it will be opened for public feedback.  During this process will need to balance size of an effective working group with vetting in a large open process.  Bron and Karen will lead this effort and put together a facilitation plan and schedule.  Conference calls this summer leading up to face to face discussion at September HL7 WGM expected.  Dr. Harrington (Duke) will initiate discussions with the lead of the ACC’s Data Standards Task Force writing group on Acute Coronary Syndromes to be sure the efforts are integrated.  
IV. CDISC Regional User Group meeting
g) Jane will be presenting these activities to a CDISC regional user group that has expressed interest in developing CV data standards.  The objective is to inform them of these activities and solicit participation in the ongoing initiatives.  A task of this group could be to look at the relationship of the data elements to CDISC models. All participation from people in this group would be welcomed.
