Agenda Topics

Welcome/roll call

Call for any additional agenda topics: none added

July Minutes:   B. McCourt motion to pass minutes, D. Reeves second.  1 abstain (not in attendance at last meeting), 0 against, minutes approved as written.

Draft Cambridge Agenda: A. Walden reviewed the draft agenda for the October Cambridge meeting. Additions / changes to the agenda are noted below:

· C. Kallem reported that the joint PHER, EHR, Pt Care meeting agenda Q2 Wednesday was getting full and that we may need to find another time for the DAM style guide.
· AM. Shakir requested time during joint meeting quarter to go over Enterprise Architect features for import and export that may be of interest to the DAM style guide discussion.  B. McCourt agreed that this would be good and that Cardiology also had interest in data element import / export capabilities. A. Walden suggested handling conceptual discussions in the joint meeting and then moving tooling to the CIC agenda Thursday Q3 or Q4 (EHR does not meet last 2 quarters Thursday).  ACTION: A. Walden will contact EHR and work out agenda, possibly moving items to Thursday Q3 or at EHR Tuesday Q2 Diabetes Information Model Discussion, or go over a half hour into lunch.  A. Walden will update agenda and disseminate. 
· A. Walden reported that Q4 Wednesday was a scheduled DMIM discussion with PHER and Pt. Care. The main topic was to review DMIM products from PHER and Pt. Care to make sure that the modeling for EMS DAM DMIM was consistent.
· A. Walden reported that Thursday Q1 J. Speakman requested agenda time to give an update on NCI projects, caEHR, caDSR, protocol lifecycle.  A. Walden reported that we needed a vote on whether CIC would use caDSR for data element storage and harmonization. There was confusion among the group that this already voted on in the last meeting, i.e., that the CIC just voted that we would collaborate on  the requirements.  C. Kallem read from the minutes and the vote was for the latter.  The group agreed on the call that using caDSR for current projects and data elements should be put to vote in Cambridge. The current options are to leave them on the HL7 ballot site or excel spreadsheet.
· A discussion ensues about making the data elements publically available and were we violating HL7 rules.  The group agreed that the DAMs, and therefore the data elements were balloted as informative standards, and that the non-distribution rule applies only to normative standards, so this means that for the data elements to be freely available to the public they should be balloted as informative.
· M. Nahm asked for outreach plan to be added to Thursday Q3.

CIC Liaison with NCI: K. Eckerson reported that she emailed the NCI team, who posted an update this week.  They posted a 9 section 22 page document about the requirement process and call for community input. D. Reeves reported that there had been a change in analysts and that there had been a delay in outgoing communication. D. Reeves reported that there would be weekly or bi-weekly contact, and that CIC needed to get, digest and vett those requirements iterations. K. Eckerson reported that the information would go out on the CIC Listserv.

Co Chair Elections: M. Nahm reported that according to the HL7 newsletter stated that S. Brandt is running for another co-chair term, and that if anyone else wanted to run to let us know.   

In the interest of time, A. Walden reported that we had 8 minutes left on the call and a lot to discuss. She called for urgent items.  K. Eckerson asked if and how others could get involved with the Cardiovascular DAM version 2.0.  B. McCourt reported that the project was open for additional involvement.
