6. CV Resolve any publishing issues
a. The CV Document Overview doesn’t reflect the changes to the HL7 file naming conventions because the files names were changes once they were submitted for publishing.
b. Becky is not able to open one of the files posted on the website.  Dana and Anita both are able to open all files so there may be a misunderstanding of the files Becky is referring to.

7. New Project Scope Statement Vote - Schizophrenia DAM – attached
a. Meredith gave an overview of the FDA project that was awarded to Duke to create to sets of data elements, Cardiovascular Imaging and Schizophrenia.  The Cardiovascular Imaging project was approved as a HL7 project in September and the hope is that Schizophrenia will be approved as well.
b. The data elements will be developed with the focus of standardizing data for drug submissions to the FDA.  The data elements will be submitted to the NCI repository for public use and will be handed over to CDISC to incorporate into the SDTM.
c. S.Ward expressed a concern that success of the Project doesn’t depend on implementing the data elements into the CDISC SDTM but on the ballot alone.  The goal of the FDA is to move these data elements in to the SDTM model for submission.  The scope of the project awarded by the FDA is to develop the standard. It is up to CDISC on how to incorporate them into their standards.
d. It was also suggested that RCRIM is notified about the project since it is related to clinical research.  The Cardiovascular Imaging PSS was presented to RCRIM in September 2011 but RCRIM decided  they did not want to be a co sponsor but would like to be kept informed.

8. Vote on EHR PSS for Computational Independent Informational Model CIC to Co-Sponsor  with EHR and Patient Care.  
· CIC is a co-sponsor of this PSS along with Patient Care to work out a way to link Conceptual Models such as DAMS and DCMs to the EHR functional profile model.   The reason for this link is so that Vendors who adopt the EHR functional model will also adopt the Data Standards and use them in their systems.
· Those individuals or groups who are interested in Vendors using their data standards should consider joining these discussions that take place weekly.

9. Review of partnership with ACP and how to move forward
a. Thom Khun presented a possible relationship between HL7 and ACP to tap into clinical expertise.  A.Walden brought up the question of how to resource projects that the AC P would like for HL7 to take on in exchange for clinical expertise. E.Hammond suggested that HL7 may have a funding mechanism to resource these projects and that should be up for discussion in San Antonio.
