-There is a desire to incorporate FDA requested changes in to CDISC but funding is not available at this time. 
-139 data elements, plan to create new domains as needed, wrap-up early spring 2012. Bron to get a plan together for funding, to finish by spring 2012.
-TB, HIV, TB Pediatric-new project needed to incorporate these data elements.
- After the FDA meeting in June, at list of project needs was put together. The FDA has asked about the status of the meeting that was to be schedule to bring various TB efforts into alignment 
Action item:

2.  Bron to combine lists and get a call out ASAP. Meeting needs to be scheduled- 2nd week of October is a possible Face to Face date.
Other projects discussed by Bron:
Parkinson Disease: CDISC working with Parkinson’s disease data element. To finish in Sept. Wrap-up by end of year.
Pain: under FDA grant-in early stages 
Oncology: CDISC has developed oncology domains. Dianne is working on it. 350+ data elements, staging criteria included. 
Imaging & Medical devices: 2 work groups, threads of work synchronizing
Fall Projects: Hep C, Traumatic Brain Injury
FDA gave Bron a list of 50 diseases that it wants to work on. Upcoming executive meeting on Santa Fe.
Anita suggested working with HL7 to see if there is overlap in the HL7 projects and CDISC projects. (HL7 Medical Devices data elements) CIC can possibly help with this process.
