I. Call to order

III. Approval of Minutes
The approval of the minutes was deferred until the January WGM meeting.
IV. Discussion of HL7 Conformance Status Overview Document
Bas will try and have a new draft for the January WGM (with a target of the Friday prior).  Lisa asked why IHE was included as a section.  Bas chose to include IHE because they use the same conformance philosophy.  Lisa asked if DICOM should also be included for the same reason.  Bas said he would add a placeholder.  

V. Review and revise agenda for January, San Diego meeting

Additions to the January WGM agenda were to discuss the Decision Making Practices Document and to discuss the marketing of HL7 conformance.  In terms of marketing we discussed how the SIG could better reach people in their awareness and understanding of conformance, as well as how to make our tools more easily accessible (rather than through our SIG documents page). We discussed drafting a one-pager on conformance and available tools, as well as reaching out to international affiliates.  These topics will be discussed during Monday, Q3.
VI. Versioning of Version 3

Bas lead the discussion by stating that one could have V3 artifacts at different version numbers.  He stated that this could be messy from a practical viewpoint on the implementation side.  We need to balance the interests of the ‘standards theory’ folks and the implementation folks.  Lisa agreed to follow up with the CQ and MnM TCs at the WGM.  Lisa mentioned that the consequences of different version numbers may be observable from the work of the Implementation TC (if approved as a committee) and the early adopters effort from that TC (if approved as a project).  The SIG agreed that we should look for evaluation of this issue from the outcome of these groups.
