REMINDERS & INFORMATION

• GENERAL SESSIONS – Please make sure to attend each morning’s general session 
which begins at 8:00 am each day. This is where you’ll learn of added meetings, 
cancelled meetings, room changes, etc.  

• Dress for HL7 Meetings is business casual.   
• Meeting room temps vary by room and by day; please remember to LAYER your 

clothing as is suggested at most conferences.  
• Sunday – Registration begins at 4:00 pm and ends at 6:00 pm. If you have pre-

registered, remember to bring your confirmation sheet with you and go to the "Pre-
Registration Line" at the HL7 Registration desk in the Camino Foyers.  

• Monday – Wednesday – Registration opens at 7:00 am and ends at 5:00 pm. Again, if 
you have pre-registered, please bring your confirmation sheet with you to the meeting 
and make your way directly to the "Pre-Registration Line".  

• Thursday – Registration begins at 7:30 am.  HL7 staff will be available to answer any 
questions.   

• Friday – There will not be registration, but the HL7 staff will be available to answer any 
questions.   

• Friday's lunch will be in the regular lunch room.  If you have signed up for lunch and 
plan to join the group for lunch on Friday only, please make sure you pick up your Friday 
lunch ticket at the registration desk prior to Thursday at 3:00 pm.  

Resort Fee – There is a resort fee of $18.00 which is included in the room rate of $168/night.  
The fee includes the following: Unlimited local and 800 calls.  Daily access to high speed 
internet WIRED service in guest room and at the pods in the lobby.  Daily access to fitness 
center, daily newspaper, 2 bottles of water daily, daily turndown service, Key Lime Coolers at 
check-in, resort shuttle transportation and bellman gratuities. 

The Boca Raton Beach Club & Resort has provided the following helpful information: 
 
AIRPORT INFORMATION 
 

Located on Florida’s Gold Coast in Palm Beach County.  The Boca Raton Beach 
Club & Resort is just 24 miles North of Fort Lauderdale Hollywood International 
Airport (FLI) and only 28 miles South from Palm Beach  International Airport 
(PBI). 

 
From Palm Beach International Airport: Begin east on direct ramp from airport’s 
exit to I–95 South, toward Miami. Take the SR–794 / Yamato Road exit 48. Keep 
left at the fork, to go on Yamato Road / NW 51st Street / FL –794. Turn right onto 
N. Federal Highway / US 1 South. Go 3.8 miles to E. Camino Real, make a left. 
Pass through one roundabout. End at 501 E. Camino Real.

From Miami International Airport to The Boca Raton Resort & Club: Take the 
Airport Expressway (112) east approximately 4½ miles to I–95 North. Take I–95 
North approximately 37 miles to Hillsboro Boulevard East (Exit 42A). Turn right 
onto Hillsboro Boulevard, and drive approximately 1¾ miles to Federal Highway. 
Make left onto Federal Highway then drive approximately 1 ½ miles to Camino 
Real. Turn right onto Camino Real. The resort entrance is ¼ miles ahead on the 
left–hand side.*  
 
* To Boca Beach Club: Exit I-95 at Palmetto Park Road, and head east to A1A 
and south ¾ mile to entrance of Boca Beach Club - the last left before the bridge.  
 
Arriving By Yacht: Boca Raton Resort & Club Marina, located on the Intracoastal 
Waterway, provides a full–service, 32–boat slip at Mile Marker 67. 
 

AIRPORT SHUTTLE / TRANSPORTATION 
 

• 24 miles (30 minutes) north of Fort Lauderdale International Airport 
(approximately $70 by taxi). 

• 28 miles (30 minutes) south of Palm Beach International Airport 
(approximately $70 by taxi) 

• 45 miles (50 minutes) north of Miami International Airport (approximately 
$130 by taxi). 

• Tri County Airport Express - Check in at the Transportation Podium 
located outside the baggage area on the lower level curbside of Fort 
Lauderdale International Airport. The fare is $18 per person.  The trip 
could take anywhere up to an hour to an hour and a half depending on all 
of the traveler’s destinations.  For more information, contact Tri County 
Airport Express at 954-561-8888 or toll free 800-244-8252. 

• Rental cars and transfers by limousine are available from all major 
airports. 

PARKING: 
 The only parking option that the resort offers is valet parking for $23 a day.
